• White tights

• Skirt, pressed 
• Oxford shirt, tucked in 
• Plain Acrylic burgundy knee socks 
 
**GIRLS:  3rd-8th- 
• Burgundy cardigan 
• Black continental tie 
• Black dress shoes, clean and polished 
• Stud earrings-if you wear them 
• No bracelets 

BOYS: 3rd-8th- 
• Black pants, clean & pressed 
• Oxford shirt, clean & pressed 
• Burgundy sweater (NOT vest) 
• Black belt 
• Black tie 
• Black socks
